Raymond, Grosse
Pointe Qur Lady Star of the Sea, Warren St. Anne,
Grosse Pointe St. Clare and Bishop Gallagher High
Schools as well as all levels from 7th grade to junior
varsity in the Anchor Bay School District. Tom coached a 13 and
under AAU team to a stafe championship in 1987. In 1988 he was
awarded BCAM's Century Club award for 200 victories and this
year for 300 non-varsity victories. Tom won over 70 per cent of his
games in basketball while instilling solid fundamentals.

An outstanding prep track athlete at Holy Redeemer High Shool
in Detroit, Tom alsd coached track and cross country at every level
from 7th grade up to varsity during the course of a 30 year teachin
career in the Anchor Bay School District. As a teacher, Tom taugh
at every level from kmdergtarten to high school. He was a frequent
lecturer and presenter for the Michigan Geographic Alliance on the
teaching of cultural geography and won a grant award from the
Michigan Humanities Council for teaching Mexican and Central
American Geography in 1991.

"He really pushed to get the most out of kids, both in the
classroom and on the court," said Anchor Bay Superintendent,
Leonard Woodside. "The kids and the district will miss him."
